BROOKLINE ROOM MATERIALS

The Library recognizes its special responsibility to gather, preserve and make available material related to the history of the Town of Brookline.
The collection includes:

1.  Books written by Brookline residents while living in Brookline.
2.  Books which have a significant portion set in Brookline.
3.  Books with significant potions of illustrations or photographs published by Brookline residents while living in Brookline.
4.  Town publications
5.  Output of small presses located in Brookline.
6.  Periodicals published in Brookline.
7.  Historically significant audiovisual materials either set in Brookline or created by   Brookline residents while living in Brookline.
8.  Historically significant photographs of Brookline which are clearly identified (names, location, date).
9.  Manuscripts, letters diaries, etc. which are of historical interest.
10.  Clippings about Brookline from non-Brookline sources.
11.   The following materials are not collected:

a. Textbooks

b. Books edited by Brookline residents

c. Anthologies or periodical issues containing one or more writings by Brookline Residents

Final decision for inclusion is at the discretion of the Town Librarian or his designee.
